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NOTICE OF RACE
FOUNDING FATHERS’ REGATTA

The organizing authority for the regatta will be The Port of Yamba Yacht Club.

2.


The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012

3.
Racing rules 26, 29.1, and 42.1 may be amended to better suit racing in the river.  Any changes will appear in full in the Sailing Instructions.
4.

The Sailing Instructions and course sheets will be handed out at the time of registration.

5.
Registration of boats competing in the regatta will commence at 9.00am on Saturday 1st October at the Port of Yamba Yacht Club, Yamba Marina.

6.
The regatta is open to all classes of sailing boats over 4 metres in length, including monohulls, multihulls, trailer-sailers and off-the-beach boats.
7.
Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry form and giving/sending it to an executive or nominated representative of the Port of Yamba Yacht Club by race day with the required fee.

8.

The regatta fees are $30 per boat.

9.
The regatta will consist of two races, one on Saturday 1st October at 1.00pm and one on Sunday 2nd October at 11.00am.  Both races will be conducted in the Clarence River.

10.

Scoring for each race will be as follows:

1st    20 points,

2nd    18 points,

3rd    16 points,

4th    14 points 

5th    13 points,
6th    12 points,

7th    11 points,

8th and over    10 points,



DNF    5 points.

The two race scores will be added together to determine the results for the regatta.

11.
VHF channel 72 will be used to relay race update information such as shortening or changing the course.  Only radio information from “Bar Tender”, the course boat, will be official.
12.
Boats will be handicapped based on a standard performance handicap system as used by the Port of Yamba Yacht Club for its regular racing.

13.
Prizes will be given to 1st, 2nd and 3rd places in each division if it is deemed that there are sufficient boats of a particular class to make more than one division.
The name of the winning boat(s) will also be engraved on the perpetual trophy kept at the club.

14.
As well as a race of the regatta, Sunday’s race will be the first of the Summer Pointscore Series and will also be the first race to count towards the 2011/12 Club Championship.

15.
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See Rule 4, Decision to Race.  The Port of Yamba Yacht Club will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with, prior to, during or after the regatta.
16.
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $5 million (or equivalent) for the event.
17.
All boats must comply with safety equipment category 6.
